The remaining Voting Members will be made up of people working in the infertility sector, such as clinicians, embryologists and other medical practitioners, people attached to other professional bodies and not-for-profit organisations relevant to infertility. It should include people who have skills and knowledge that are beneficial to the running of the charity.  In particular we are keen to attract lawyers, accountants, IT specialists, people working in the fields of PR and media.

As we expand our activities, clearly we will need to increase our fund-raising efforts so that anyone with any ideas, skills or experience in this area could be particularly valuable to us.
